Your team members are divided on this issue; some favour transfusion, while
some others oppose it. The doctors in the team are ready to facilitate the
delivery provided they are not penalized for transfusion. Now you are in a
dilemma. Your professional training emphasizes on prioritising service to
humanity and saving lives of individuals.
